Learning with Four-Year-Olds 

What a VPK classroom looks like: 

Four-year-olds are capable and curious. They have unique and varied interests, and the best 

learning opportunities emerge when teachers partner with children to explore those interests.  

When you peek into a VPK classroom, you will see: 

 Teachers who identify each child’s strengths and work through their growth areas

 Opportunities for children to work as a team and form a community

 Labels & picture cues that promote children’s independence and confidence

 An environment that encourages active learning, planning and decision-making to build

the skills children will need for success in kindergarten

What we want four-year-olds to learn: 

Four-year-olds are becoming good communicators. They are increasingly able to build friendships 

and solve problems. We want them to know that God loves them and they can care for others. To 

help them learn skills covered in the Florida VPK Standards, we explore four units - Construction, 

Zoo, Supermarket and Garden.    A few of the goals & objectives for VPK children:

Tuition & Fees 

The Florida VPK program pays for 540 hours of instruction. There is no out-of-pocket cost for 
families with a valid Florida VPK Certificate of Eligibility. Hours for the state-funded program 
are Monday -Thursday from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm, for a total of 135 school days. Longer days are 
available at an additional cost.
